To the Tilghman, Sherwood and Claiborne Communities, 

This is to share with you the results of the Thanksgiving and Christmas food distribution Tilghman Methodist 
Church accomplished with your generous support.  

We distributed 35 food boxes for Thanksgiving to local households, including 21 Tilghman Elementary School 
families. Each box included a turkey (uncooked) with traditional sides, rolls and desserts. The Christmas food 
boxes provided either a ham or turkey (uncooked), depending on the preference of the family, traditional sides, 
fresh fruit, rolls and desserts. The quantities of food items and size of the ham or turkey varied, according to the 
size of the family. The Christmas boxes were distributed to 46 households--31 school families and 15 other 
families in the community. Even more amazing is that these families consisted of 150 people.  

The number of holiday food boxes and total number of people served far exceeded that of past years. We think 
this reflects an increased need in our community as food prices continue to rise and local earnings for some are 
not keeping pace with inflation. We could not provide the quantity and quality of food contained in these holiday 
boxes without the help of our community. You came through and made both Thanksgiving and Christmas much 
more joyful and family-centered occasions for our elderly, our families with school-age children and others who 
are doing their best to make ends meet. 

We thank you for your support. We appreciate your help and want you to know the recipients of the food boxes 
are also very appreciative.
